Playing with architectural forms typically found in
the backcountry, artists Kemi Niko & Co. have
co-designed and built five enchanting mini-huts
with Kapiti Coast communities, using salvaged
materials that tell stories rich with history.

Hemi Matenga Head up sealed driveway to start of
reserve, entrance bush walk and follow main track along
on Tui Cres stream. About 5 — 10 metres up from the

gate there is a rough track up to your left.
Scramble up there and you reach a ferny
plateau. Head towards the big tree with
the pink triangle marker on it. You can
see the hut from there, take a selfie, then
make your own way to the hut.
